Most plants with cable trays with mixed wiring separate or grouped separately, power and instrument cabling.

Some require a divider plate between the two groups to avoid mixing.

TC cables are rated for 600 volts and can be used in industrial power or control circuits, where flame retardant

cables are desired. Allowed installations include cable trays, raceways, and outdoor ...

My thought is that using twisted, shielded cable, these circuits would not require all that large a separation

distance.
